Matters Arising

Parish Plan
Barry informed the group that the first meeting of the working party re the Parish plan had taken place prior to the CA meeting from 6.00pm. People have chosen individual items to look into for the next meeting in February. There will probably be 3-4 meetings with the aim being to update the existing Parish Plan.

Recreation Ground
Jim said that the Ground Trustees bank account now specified two signatures(two had always been used although not specified) this was in accordance with the acknowledgement of resubmission for lottery funding for recreation ground project.
Lancashire Night: went well.
Bloom success: Margaret stated that bloom trophies were now displayed in a cabinet in the library.

Treasurers Update
Jim gave an update of the accounts. It is hoped to transfer to the Credit Union after the February AGM.
Recommendations re bids received
One small bid of £150 for the Over Sixties for help towards the cost of coach hire. This was approved by the meeting.
There were two larger bids, discussed by officers and brought to the meeting for approval; (protocols for award of larger grants having been agreed and documented in 2013.)
The local charity fund raising band, ‘Gifted’ had submitted a bid to help purchase a new PA system. This would be used for fund raising events by the band and would be available to anyone else wishing to use it for community events.
The bid for £745 was approved with no objections.

A bid of 5k had been submitted by the Friends of Shevington Memorial Park for an   Embankment Slide. The sum applied for accounts for 10% of the overall plans of this group to upgrade the children’s play area. Officers had discussed and studied the application and recommend agreement. All agreed and the bid was granted.

Tickets are selling well. Items for raffle and auction welcome, plus contributions to the buffet. Jim has contacted community champions at  Morrison’s stores who will provide food for the buffet. The District Councillors have donated the first prize.

Small changes are needed to bring the Community Association Constitution up to date: to be presented at the AGM.
Additional updates from those present
Bloom
Margaret said that the launch for the Britain in Bloom entry would be on Saturday 12th. April between 1 and 3pm. at the Methodist Church. The mayor will open the event. There will be plant stalls and the bloom game, for which gifts are welcomed. Refreshments will be provided by the WI.
Further work is in hand regarding the Sensory Garden and tree planting.

Damian Jenkinson (Wigan Council ‘Bloom’ lead) had spoken at the fete committee meeting. Judging for NW in Bloom will take place in late July and for Britain in Bloom in early August, probably shortly after our August 2nd community fete.
Youth Club

A small grant has been given by Wigan Council which will help with running costs. There is funding to install a central heating boiler and funding will be sought for  loft insulation .
Library

Hiliary said that more volunteers are needed for Saturday morning opening  as numbers have gone from 12 at the start, to 8. Details from the library.

The art gallery will be opened on 8th. February when art classes will start. 

It is hoped to have more access to systems; eg. printing, which is not available at present.  District Councillors are available between 11am and noon on a rota basis together with PCSO’s when possible. The Credit Union is available in the library on Saturdays.
Carole mentioned various requests for paper copies of what goes on in the village; some thought needed as has to be kept up to date.
